The health plan's Member Handbook tefls what care they
cover and how to get the care.

Infanis, children and youth should get regular health checks
(screens) to make sure they are healthy. HCY pays for these
screens. The HCY program covers medically necessary care if
the doctor finds a problem during the health screen. Dental
checkups and care begin at age 6-12 monihs. Children between

6 and 72 months should get a checkup for lead peisoning. Get
your child a health checkup at these ages:
